minutes duration. In order to qualify this test, the candidates are required
to have a minimum typing speed of 25 w.p.m. The criterion of "characters
with space” for calculating the typing speed will be adopted and total
number of mistakes permissible would be 3% of the total words typed,
which figure / number will be round off to ‘.05 in case of 0.01 to 0.49 and
to 1.0’ in case of 0.51 to 0.99. However, there would not be rounding off
of speed. Typing test would be a qualifying one only, and no marks would
be awarded in this test. ‘
