No. F. 6/50/2019-Judl./Suptlaw/345-350.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309
of the Constitution read with Government of India, Ministry of Home Affair’s Notification
No. F. 1/2/70/DH(S), dated the 29" May, 1970 as amended by Notification No. F. 1/2/70-DH(S), dated the
25™ July, 1970 and all other powers enabling him in this behalf, the Lieutenant Governor of National Captial Territory
of Delhi in consultation with the High Court of Delhi is pleased to make the following rules further to amend the Delhi
Higher Judicial Service Rules, 1970, namely: -

1. Short title and commencement. - (1) These rules may be called the Delhi Higher Judicial Service (Amendment)
Rules, 2022.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official
Gazette.

2. Rule 7B(1) of DHJS Rules, 1970 be substituted as under:



[PART IV DELHI GAZETTE : EXTRAORDINARY 3

The High Court shall hold a limited written competitive examination for promotion of member of the Delhi
Judicial Service as per clause (b) of sub-rule (1) of rule 7 in the following manner :-

Q) Written Examination - 600 marks
(i)  Assessment of Record - 150 marks
(iii)  Viva Voce - 250 marks

The Written Examination shall comprise three papers, namely, Law-1, Law-11 and Law-111 and the syllabus and
weightage of the said papers would be same as prescribed in Clause V of the Appendix to these Rules.

Second proviso to Rule 7B(2) of DHJS Rules, 1970 be substituted as Under:-

“Provided further a candidate shall be eligible to appear in viva voce only in case he secures 45% marks in each
paper in the written examination and 50% in the aggregate and 50% marks in the Assessment of Record in the
case of candidates of General category and 40% marks in each paper in the written examination and 45% in the
aggregate and 45% marks in the assessment of record in the case of candidates of reserved categories.”

Rule 9(2) of DHJS Rules, 1970 be amended as under:-

“must have been continuously practising as an Advocate for not less than seven years as on the last date of
receipt of applications.”

Rule 9(3) of DHJS Rules, 1970 be amended as under:-

“must have attained the age of 35 years and have not attained the age of 45 years on the 1** day of January of
the year in which the applications for appointment are invited”

6.  The following proviso be added to Clause VII of Appendix to DHJS Rules, 1970:-

“Provided that the candidates shortlisted for viva voce shall not exceed three times the number of vacancies in
each category advertised. In case, there is a candidate (s) who has/have secured marks equal to the marks secured
by the last candidate shortlisted for viva voce, then all such candidate(s) who have secured marks equal to the
marks secured by the last candidate shortlisted for viva voce, shall also be shortlisted for the viva voce
irrespective of the fact that by including such candidate(s), the number of candidates shortlisted for viva voce
exceeds the prescribed limit of three times the number of vacancies in each category advertised.”

7. New Clause XIII to be added in the Appendix as follows in place of existing Clause X111 of DHJS Rules,
1970:-

“XIII. PROHIBITION ON ROUNDING-OFF OF MARKS

Rounding-off of marks at any stage of the examination shall not be permissible. No request for rounding-off of
marks at any stage shall be entertained and the same shall be liable to be rejected without any notice to the
candidates.”

8. Renumbering of certain Clauses in the Appendix to DHJS Rules, 1970:-

Existing Clauses XI1I, XIV and XV of the Appendix be renumbered as Clauses XIV, XV and XV1I respectively.”
