"The party making an application for interim relief to the 
Arbitral Tribunal or a party whose application under Section 
9 of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 has been 
referred by the Court for adjudication to the Ld. Arbitrator, 
shall. along with his application, or on or before the first date 
of hearing before the Ld. Arbitral Tribunal, declare the 
tentative claim amount an~ deposit with the DIAC, 
provisional!y, at least twenty percent of the total Arbitrator's 
fee and administrative charges of the Centre in relation to the 
claims or .cou·nter-claims of the said party as the case may be. 
Such deposit shall be subject to further assessment and 
adjustment by the Centre after filing of the Statement of 
Claim by the Claimant and Counter-Claim by the 
Respondent, i_f any. 

ln the absence of such deposit,- the Arbitral Tribunal, may 
make similar. measures as provided for under Rule 33.5 of the 
Delhi Inte:rnational · Arbitration Centre (Arbitration 
Proceedings) Rn les·,; 2023."
