In the event of change in the judges nominated by the Chief Justice constituting the
Commercial Division and Commercial Appellate Division, part heard matters shall stand
transferred to the respective courts which will have the power of Commercial Division and
Commercial Appellate Division, limited to that case only.

Hon’ble Judge-in-Charge, Original Side will distribute fresh Arbitration Matters including
